Pete needs help with his home page.  The rules of the game are as follows:

· You may not edit the html page. 

· pete.js should contain any javascript you need to add to pete’s page

· Use event listeners to listen for a form submission

· Use preventDefault to cancel the form submission (p240)

· Create a database that holds some usernames and passwords (u: pete, p: pete should be a valid user/pass in your database for my testing purposes)

· Use ajax to look and see if the username and password match one in the database 

· If it does match, give them a logged in message in place of the form – delete the form from the page

· If it does not match, show them an error message in place of “Please log in below:” – feel free to change make the text red (using classes) when you do.

· Use javascript to switch out “Design by Pete.” to design by (your name)

· Make the page look spiffy using pete.css – again, refrain from editing the html.  The page should be set up in a way that you can work with it.  Feel free to add graphics in the form of backgrounds, color, choice fonts, etc.
