Proposal

Purpose Statement - What is the purpose of the site?  Also tell me about the company it will be developed for.

Target Audience - Make sure to cover all demographics of your audience:  Age, ethnic background, gender, income, location, habits, expectations of the website, etc.  I do not need individual user profiles.  

Goals and Objectives – State the goal or objective for the site and then include 3 or more ways you can support that goal.  Do this section in an outline format.  You need to have a minimum of 5 goals including the following two:

1)  Generate revenue
2)   Generate Return Traffic on a regular basis (make sure to support this with specific content on the site that will change on a regular basis)

Client Justification of Flash as the development tool – Write a paragraph or two explaining to the client why this site will be designed in Flash verses HTML.  Make sure to include plenty of details and also focus on justifying the additional cost.

Thumbnail Sketches

Flowcharts
Following the flowchart examples given in class, layout the structure of your site.  Make sure to use arrows to show direction and differentiate between sequential and non-sequential navigation.  Flowcharts should be placed on opposite pages facing the storyboards and should be in the same orientation as the storyboards.
Storyboards
Five or more storyboards of pages from your site.  Each storyboard should contain specific information for that page.(see the individual grade sheet for storyboards and flowcharts for more information)

Digital Rights Permission
List the sites/entities that you have received digital rights permissions from and specifically list what they gave you permission to use (audio, images, body copy etc)

Follow this page with email replies that show they granted you permission.

Bibliography Page
Start listing individual elements that will be used on different pages of the site.  Include graphics, body copy and media elements such as audio and video.  You should have the 5 pages that you have storyboards for as a minimum.  If an element is not yet decided upon then list it without telling where it will come from.  Most of the items should be in place though.

Be specific – tell exactly what image you will use on the page and list the URL that it will be coming from and the company that gave you permission to use it.
